Situated to the southern end of this village bordering farmland, a detached, 3 bedroom bungalow situated in a large garden plot with 5 bay stable block included. 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DIRECTIONS

From M4 Junction 36, follow A4061 and continue towards the centre of Bryncethin. At the three way junction / traffic lights, turn left (onto A4065), and follow signs towards Pontycymmer / Llangeinor and the Garw Valley. On entering the village, turn right at the first turning after the 40 mph speed limit sign, then right again into Heol Glynpandy. 'Woodlands' is the last bungalow to your left, after about 150 metres, and is set back from the lane. It is also known as 10 Pandy Bungalows.
Entrance Hall   

Access to front of the property through frosted glass uPVC door into entrance hallway.  Hallway itself has doors leading to kitchen and to living room with one further door opening to cloaks storage cupboard.  Inner hallway leads off with doors leading to bedrooms and to family bathroom.  Loft access hatch, pull-down ladder leads to loft access space.  One further door from inner hallway opens to airing/storage cupboard containing wall mounted “Worcester” gas combination boiler.  Amtico flooring extends to hallway and onto inner hallway.

Living Room 6.37m x 4.48m  (20’ 11” x 14’ 8”) 

A generous family living space running from front to rear of the property and of which maximum measurements have been taken.  Broad, tall windows to front and rear elevations with a third window overlooking side garden and to farmland beyond.  Coving and light fitting to ceiling.  This room features a marble mantelpiece, fire surround and hearth with inset “Living Flame” gas fire.

Kitchen/Breakfast Room   5.04m x 2.63m   (16'6" x 8'8" )

Located to the rear of the property and having a broad window overlooking rear garden, and with a part frosted glass uPVC door opening to the same.  Kitchen itself is fitted with a good range of country style base units, wall cupboards, open corner display shelves, glass fronted display cupboards within built-in dresser unit.  Exposed feature beams to ceiling with inset halogen downlighting.  Chinese slate flooring.  Fitted “Whirlpool” electric oven, four burner gas hob, integrated extractor hood, fridge and dishwasher all to remain and included within sale price.  Worktops incorporate single drainer, single bowl ceramic sink unit.

Bathroom   1.76m x 2m   (5'9" x 6'7" )

A frosted glass window to rear elevation.  A three piece suite in white comprising side panelled bath with glass side screen and wall mounted shower over, adjacent “Heritage” ceramic hand basin with storage unit beneath and adjacent wc with concealed cistern.  Walls fully tiled with ceramic tiles to floor.  Ceiling light.  

Bedroom 1   3.57m x 3.43m   (11'9" x 11'3" )

A good, double bedroom with window to the rear elevation overlooking back garden.  Coving and light to ceiling.  This bedroom has built-in double wardrobe with floor-to-ceiling mirrored sliding doors with shelf and hanging rails beneath.

Bedroom 2   4.55m x 2.70m   (14'11" x 8'10" )

A second double bedroom with window overlooking front garden.  Coving and light to ceiling.

Bedroom 3   3.48m x 2.70m   (11'5" x 8'10" )

Window to front elevation overlooking front garden.  Ceiling light.  Measurements of this bedroom taken from the front of the built-in double wardrobe which contains shelf and hanging rail beneath.

Outside      Garage 5.76m x 4.49m  (18’ 11” x 14’ 9”)

(approx internal measurements)

Garage accessed from driveway thorough metal up and over door.  A good, larger than average garage space with power connected and plumbing point for washing machine.  Measurements taken to incorporate coal shed which has separate outside access and is currently fitted with a number of shelves.

Access from Heol Glynpandy through pillared entrance onto concreted driveway.  This runs to the side of the property and onto the garage with steps up to paved path to front, principal entrance.  Adjacent to the driveway and immediately to the front of the bungalow is a lawned garden with a westerly aspect.  There is a further section of lawned garden to the south side of the property, with a much larger lawned area to the rear.  Rear garden itself is gently sloping, with a path leading up onto a larger, raised tier with five bay stable block, each being approximately 12’ x 12’.  Water and power connected to stable block.  Rear garden has post and wire fencing to three sides and borders farmland to the east and south.  There is a public footpath running immediately beyond the northern boundary fence.
